I hope that
members of the Society, and of the community of lovers and critics ofJane
Austen, will continue to contribute witty and learned material for the
delectation and enlightenment of our members and subscribers.

I know we shall miss our founding editor, who has brought not only her
own "acuteness, penetration and taste" to the task, but an authentic waft
of the Austen family tradition, in which we have been fortunate to
participate. I shall try to be a worthy successor.
